Cambridge Rotary Annual Fundraiser

Chalk on the Walk is the Cambridge version of an Italian street painting
festival. It is held as part of the Harvard Square MayFair celebration -
a destination for over 100,000 people on the first Sunday in May.

Squares marked out along Church Street are sold to local businesses and individ-
uals for prices ranging from $300 to $1,500. Artists are recruited from a regional
area and compete for prize money that totaled over $1,250 at last year’s event.

The large crowd provides great name exposure
for the sponsors and excellent public presence
for Rotary.

Extra proceeds and prizes

are provided by the crowd -
Rotarians sell “vote” tokens for
$1 each / 6 for $5 — which can
be dropped in small buckets at
each drawing.
