MASSACHUSETTS WATER RESOURCES AUTHORITY (MWRA)

Fred Laskey is Executive Director of the MWRA.  A resident of Medford, Fred has been leading the MWRA since 2001.  Prior to his current position he served as Commissioner of Revenue for the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  He is also a veteran leader in the Boy Scout program.  Currently he is the Commissioner of the Boston-Minuteman Council, BSA.

MWRA is a Massachusetts public authority established by an act of the Legislature in 1984 to provide wholesale water and sewer services to 2.5 million people and more than 5,500 large industrial users in 61 metropolitan Boston communities. 

MWRA Water System - Every day Eastern Massachusetts residents quench their thirsts, bathe, flush toilets, do the dishes and water their lawns with water drawn from the MWRA water system.

Thanks to the Quabbin and Wachusett Watersheds and Reservoirs, 2.2 million people and 5,500 industrial users have one of the most abundant and high quality water supplies in the world.

MWRA Sewer System – The sewage treatment system has undergone a nearly complete transformation under the federally mandated 11-year, $3.8 billion Boston Harbor Project. The project, which is now complete, included a new sludge-to-fertilizer facility; the Deer Island Treatment Plant with primary and secondary treatment capabilities; the Inter-Island Tunnel that tied together two separate sewer systems (North and South) into one; and the 9.5-mile Effluent Outfall Tunnel to discharge treated wastewater away from shallow Boston Harbor waters and into the deeper waters and stronger currents of Massachusetts Bay.

INTERNATIONAL INSTITUTE of BOSTON (IIB) Carolyn Benedict-Drew, President of the Internationall Institute of Boston (IIB)..  Founded in 1924, IIB helps immigrants and refugees successfully integrate into New England.

Fundamental to all of the Institute's programs is the promotion of self-sufficiency – giving clients the tools to help themselves become active participants in the social, political and economic richness of American life.

The Institute provides newcomers with direct and practical assistance in the form of English & literacy courses, Refugee Resettlement services, Citizenship Education, Economic Development, Employment Training & Placement, Legal Aid and Social Services (e.g. crisis intervention, mental health counseling, human trafficking prevention).  This past year alone nearly 10,000 people from over 130 lands – representing all regions of the world – received services through the Institute's three sites in Manchester NH, Lowell MA and Boston MA. In Boston, IIB serves approximately 7,000 persons each year through programs that are all available in one central location, One Milk Street.

The U.S. has a tradition of opening its doors to those looking to make a new home on its shores and our nation has benefited from this culturally and financially.
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Today’s  immigrants and refugees carry the same entrepreneurial sprit, commitment to family and

immense love for their new home that were the leading characteristics of the waves of newcomers that came before. The immigrants and refugees that IIB serves arrive in the U.S. to rebuild their lives, fully prepared to become contributing neighbors, fellow employees and even our leaders of tomorrow.
